It is perhaps the most self-aware, socialy critical
and ironic of all her works. Her protagonist, Emma Woodhouse, is a beautiful, rich girl who is aso spoiled,
proud and blinded by her own situation in life. She begins to understand herself and life alittle better when her
romantic schemes - charitable good works to those around her - become entangled in tensions of class and of
the heart ...
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
